Paper Setup and Margin

The paper should be in A4 size. The text should be justified with margins (top and bottom) 2.05 and left and right 1.73 inches. The margins for header and footer should be 0.5 inches.

Typeset Text

The formatting specifications for headers and normal text have been given in this section. By default the normal text should be in Times New Roman. The font can be italicized, to give special appearance to the text. Program codes should be in Courier 10-points. The text should not exceed maximum 15 pages. Number of words should not exceed 3000 words in the prescribed format
.

3.1 Sections

The heading of a section should be in Times New Roman 12-point bold with an additional 12-points of white space above the section head.  Sections and subsequent sub- sections should be numbered and flush left. For a section head and a subsection head together (such as Typeset Text 3 and its subsection 3.1), use no additional space above the subsection head.

3.1.1 Subsection
The heading should be bold, italics. The text should be Times New Roman, justified. Line spacing before the line should be 12-points, single spacing.

1. Subsub Section 
The heading of this section should be in italics. The line spacing should be same as above.
3.2 Tables and Figures

The captions of tables and figures should be below the same.
